you are spiritually "born again” by the spirit of
Jesus Christ entering into you, and you can have
the eternal life that God so much wants you to
have.

"And this is the record that God has given to
us eternal life, and this life is in his Son.

He who has the Son has life; and he who does
not have the Son of God does not have life."
(1 John 5:11-12).

Jesus paid for your sin to be forgiven, your
sicknesses to be healed, and your pain to be
taken away. God will make a new heaven and a
new earth for all those who become true
followers of his son, Jesus Christ (Revelation
21:1-4). Be obedient to Jesus. He said, "Keep
the commandments,” and "He became the
author of eternal salvation to all those who obey
him." (Hebrews 5:9).
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A man once asked Jesus, "Good teacher, what
good thing shall I do that | may have eternal
life?"" (Matthew 19:16).

Jesus answered, 'If you want to enter into life,
keep the commandments.' (Matthew 19:17).
We know that he was talking about the Ten
Commandments, because in the following
verses he quoted some of them.

Jesus also said, "Heaven and earth will pass
away, but my words will certainly not pass
away." (Matthew 24:35), and, "He who rejects
me ... the word which | have spoken will
judge him in the last day." (John 12:48).

So where does that leave you, dear reader, have
you kept the Ten commandments?

Have you ever told a lie? If so you have broken
the 9th commandment (Exodus 20:16).

Have you ever looked on someone to lust after
them? According to Jesus (Matthew 5:28), you
have committed adultery in your heart, and
broken the 7th commandment, "You shall not
commit adultery.” (Exodus 20:14).

Have you always kept the 4th commandment?
"Remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy.
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Six days you shall labour and do all your work,
but the seventh day is the Sabbath of the LORD
your God. In it you shall do no work:" (Exodus
20:8-10). Friday sunset to Saturday sunset is the
Sabbath day.

Please read Exodus 20:3-17. If you have broken
any of these commandments then you are a
sinner in the sight of God, "For whoever shall
keep the whole law, and yet stumble in one
point, he is guilty of all." (James 2:10).

Worst of all you have made the lake of fire your
future destination, as it is written:

(Revelation 20:15) "And whoever was not
found written in the book of life was cast into
the lake of fire." That's commonly called Hell!
The good news is that God has made a way out
for every one of us through the sacrifice of
Jesus Christ on the cross:

"For God so loved the world that he gave his
only begotten Son, that whoever believes in
him should not perish, but have eternal life."
(John 3:16).

"Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and you
will be saved." (Acts 16:31).
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
