Dear reader, if you do not have the saving faith that transforms your life and is evidenced by what you do, then study the bible earnestly and get it before you die. Real faith in Jesus Christ is the only thing that can save you.
"For by grace you are saved, through faith, and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God, not of works lest anyone should boast" (Ephesians 2:8-9).
"Receiving at  the end of your faith – the salvation of your souls." (1 Peter 1:9).
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The salvation of your soul is by grace through faith (Ephesians 2:8-9, Romans 5:2), but that is not just saying you believe in Jesus. Real faith works like this.

THE LAW OF FAITH

(1) We must base our faith on what God has said, or on what we know he will do (Numbers 23:19, Ezekiel 12:25, 1 John 5:14-15).

(2) Sometimes we must ask God for what we want (Matthew 7:7-8, James 1:5-7).

(3) Sometimes we must command it to happen (Matthew 17:20, Mark 11:23).
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(4) We must believe that we receive what we ask for or command to happen (Matthew 21:22, Mark 11:23-24).

(5) We must confess what we believe (Matthew 10:32-33, Romans 10:9-10, 2 Corinthians 4:13).

(6) We must act upon what we believe and confess, by fulfilling any conditions which apply to the situation concerned (Hebrews 11:7, James 2:17-26).

(7) We must endure through any time period that God ordains before the manifestation of the promise (Ezekiel 33:12-13, Matthew 24:13, Hebrews 6:15).
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
